My journey began in 2012 when I was just 10 years old and in 
Primary 6. One morning after eating, I suddenly noticed that my 
stomach had become unusually enlarged. My mother noticed it too 
and immediately took me to a local health centre in our hometown. 
From there, I was referred to a specialist hospital and later the same 
day to the Federal Medical Centre in Ido, where tests confirmed that 
I had a kidney problem.

Not long after that, my body began to swell repeatedly. 

Walking and sleeping became very difficult, and my parents were 
heartbroken. For about two years, every visit to the hospital only 
resulted in increased medication, yet the swelling kept returning.

In 2015, my condition worsened beyond what words could 
describe, and I truly thought I was going to die. I was rushed back 
to the hospital and later referred to OAU teaching hospital in Ile-Ife, 
where I was admitted for about five months. Those months felt like 
passing through fire, but God preserved my life.

During one of my school breaks, I shared my experience with a 
brother who advised me to attend Living Faith Church, assuring me 
that prayer works there. When I resumed school, I joined the church 
close to my campus. I began attending all services consistently, 
including midweek services. I also partook of the Communion and 
the Anointing regularly, and my faith began to grow.

I became fully convinced that God would heal me. I did not know 
when, but I knew it would happen. When Shiloh 2023 came with the 
theme Redeemed to Flourish in Hard Time, I told myself that my 
story must change.

Shortly before Shiloh, I attended a wedding and ate food I had 
avoided for years due to my condition. For the first time in 11 years, 
nothing happened. No swelling. No reaction. After several days with 
no symptoms, my faith was fully stirred.

When I arrived at Shiloh, I ate freely without fear. There was no 
swelling, no reaction, and no discomfort. From that moment till 
today, my healing has been perfect and permanent. There has been 
no relapse, no symptoms, no restrictions, and no medication. I eat 
freely, move freely, and live freely.
